Administrator David Strickland of the National Highy Traffic Safety Administration

(NHTSA) has submitted his 2012 budget requestaddbpropriations Committees. One

item in particular jumped off the page when the dfoycle Riders Foundation (MRF) examined the $880am request. Section
3011, Motorcycle Safety Grants, includes a $7 oiillask that specifically adds the promotion of D&mpliant helmet use to the
fund.

In the past, the motorcycle safety grant programdudely put money toward two areas: teaching petaptide motorcycles and
educating the rest of the motoring public to lookrotorcycles while driving. Diluting this alreadynall grant program to include
helmet use promotion will certainly diminish thdegtiveness of the two existing programs.

In a recent Senate hearing, Department of TrarsjamtSecretary Ray LaHood was asked by Senatdehbarg (D-NJ) to include a
mandatory helmet law in his budget request. LaHesgonded, "This administration believes that®ade issue." Apparently
Strickland did not get that information.

MOTORCYCLISTS AWAIT ROADBLOCK RULING

Motorcycle riders across the country are anxioashiting a decision from the U.S. District Court

for the Northern District of New York which they @ will declare New York’s “motorcycle only”

roadblocks to be unconstitutional. The so-calleafésy checkpoints”, which target well-known

motorcycle events, force motorcyclists to leavertiaway, regardless of any wrongdoing, and have

their persons and property inspected for equipmietations, proper paperwork, DUI and stolen VIN

numbers. The National Highway Transportation Safetyninistration (NHTSA) is now providing Federahfting for law enforcement to conduct
such motorcycle-only checkpoints nationwide desgpitiections raised by members of Congress and &gdlenges from the biker community.

The New York lawsuit is the first to challenge ttunstitutionality of motorcycle checkpoints. Theaiptiffs are being represented by Proner &
Proner, led by N.Y. Aid to Injured Motorcyclists .(AM.) Attorney Mitch Proner, a motorcycle-ridingwyer who has a long history of doing “pro
bono” (free) legal work to protect the rights oftmiyclists. The Proner law firm commenced the latvsn behalf of four motorcyclists who were
detained at two separate checkpoints, as wellpgesenting the interests of ABATE of New York ahd National Coalition of Motorcyclists
(NCOM).

The checkpoints in question are funded by a gramt the New York Governor’s Traffic Safety Committend the troopers who work them are
paid overtime. Although the stated purpose of theckpoints is to promote safety, the majority & thore than a thousand tickets which were
issued during the first year of the checkpoints heaithing to do with safety and instead focused amsafety violations such as loud pipes. The
written guidelines for the checkpoints specificaltate that one of the purposes of the checkpititslook for stolen and forged VINs and the
police readily admit that they often have undercamembers of their gang and auto theft units waylhe checkpoints looking for signs of criminal
activity.

According to Proner, the Supreme Court of the Wh8éates has repeatedly made it clear that anywaadheckpoint whose primary purpose is
general crime control constitutes an unreasonaaech and seizure under the Fourth Amendment gmessimptively unconstitutional.
Notwithstanding that fact, the progress reportscvlithe police prepared on the checkpoints spetlifistate that the grant funds are used “for
overtime for intelligence gathering and the subsegariminal and traffic enforcement.” The poliagt that the checkpoints, which focus only on
equipment violations and forged and stolen VINsndbaddress any of the major causes of motor@atalents such as reckless driving, driver
inattentiveness and alcohol impairment.

The case, Wagner et al. v. The County of Schengcédl. could wind up in the U.S. Supreme Coline future of motorcyclists’ rights hangs in
the balance.

BILLS INTRODUCED TO PROHIBIT MOTORCYCLE-ONLY CHECKP OINTS
Even as Georgia police prepared to launch the matfost federally-funded motorcycle-only checkpts during Daytona Bike Week, lawmakers in
Washington were taking steps to cut federal fundimghe controversial practice.

“We stand in solidarity against the unconstituticumse of motorcycle-only checkpoints being impleeenn Georgia, and may be coming to your
state soon,” said Escondido Paul, National Lt. Camder of the US Defenders, in issuing a Call Tagkc{CTA) urging all motorcyclists to

contact their federal officials to “solicit theiugport against grant money being used by the Fe@ergeernment to induce other States to participate
in such discriminatory actions!”

In related news, bills have been recently introduoeNew Hampshire (HB 148) and California (AB 194@ prohibit any state law enforcement
agency from accepting federal funding to estabfistiorcycle-only roadside checkpoints.

SUPREME COURT RULES IN FAVOR OF MILITARY FUNERAL PR OTESTORS

Freedom of Speech was considered by our Founditigeiato be our most important Constitutional rigtttich is why it is the First Amendment to
the Bill of Rights, but the U.S. Supreme Court'samit ruling favoring the rights of hateful protestover the dignity of a military funeral doesritt s
well with some motorcyclists. In particular, thatRot Guard Riders were formed in 2005 to protleetfunerals of fallen warriors and shield
mourners from the incendiary demonstrations waged/bstboro Baptist Church, which claims soldiersaths are “divine retribution” for
American tolerance of homosexuality.

The High Court ruled 8-1 on Wednesday, March 9t wnly Justice Sam Alito dissenting, that the tAssmendment protects hateful protests at
military funerals, despite the pain they causewynig families. “Our soldiers fought to give Westbdhe right to free speech,” said Mike Todd, a
member of the Patriot Guard Riders from ReadingHhigian, noting the irony.

Although describing the court’s holding as narr@hjef Justice John Roberts wrote for the majosaying of free speech; “It can stir people to
action, move them to tears of both joy and sormwd -- as it did here -- inflict great pain ... we ganreact to that pain by punishing the speaker.”
He said the national commitment to free speechiresjprotection of “even hurtful speech on pulbdisues to ensure that we do not stifle public
debate.” ~~~~continued on next page.

The case arose from a protest at the funeral cddand who had died in Iraq, Lance Cpl. Matthew Smmyés with hundreds of other funerals,
members of the Westboro Baptist Church of Topelan.Kappeared with signs bearing such messagd$iask God for Dead Soldiers” and
“America Is Doomed”.

Albert Snyder sued regarding the intentional ititic of emotional distress at the funeral of his,ssmd won an $11 million jury award that was
later reduced by a judge to $5 million, but thedveirwas overturned by a federal appeals courtrtiiat the Constitution shielded the church
members from liability. The Supreme Court’s degcisipholds the appeals court ruling that threw o6 anillion judgment to the dead Marine’s
father.

Dissenting Justice Alito strongly disagreed, likemthe protest to fighting words, not protectedhsy First Amendment. "Our profound national
commitment to free and open debate is not a lickarsthe vicious verbal assault that occurred ia tase,” he wrote.

Westboro’s antagonistic tactics have resultedtor@nt of legislative activity rarely rivaled ihg annals of First Amendment history, with 41 state
and the U.S. Congress having passed laws limitingrial protests, usually establishing minimum disés and time constraints, while numerous
municipalities have also passed funeral-protesharttes at the local level.

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U.S. Senate amendment introduced to exempt kids machines from lead law
March 30, 2011

U.S. Sen. Amy Klobuchar (D-Minn.) has
introduced language that would exempt

youth off-highway vehicles (OHVs) from

the lead law that effectively bans the sale of
these machines at the end of the year, the
American Motorcyclist Association (AMA) reports.

Senate Amendment 264, co-sponsored by Sen. Jon Tester (D-Mont.), would exempt youtho@ttke fead-
content provisions of the Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act (CPSIA) of 2008 isvboenmonly
known as the lead law. Those provisions contain overly restrictive lead-contestliatihave virtually
destroyed responsible youth motorized recreation.

SA 264 would amend S. 493, which is a small business program reauthorization bill.

The CPSIA bans the making, importing, distributing or selling of any product intemadeklifiren 12 and
under that contains more than a specified amount of lead in any accessibleafsrtrdguires that all
children's products undergo periodic testing by independent laboratories approve@bgshmer Product
Safety Commission (CPSC), which is responsible for implementing the law.

The CPSC has delayed enforcing key portions of the law until after the endyefthéinless the CPSIA is
changed, the sale of youth-model motorcycles and ATVs will effectively be thanne

The Klobuchar amendment is similar to H.R. 412, the Kids Just Want to Ride Act, introgugeg.lDenny
Rehberg (R-Mont.) and supported by 55 of his colleagues. The AMA has enthusiastippltlyted Rehberg's
legislation, and now also supports SA 264.

New York City Motorcycle Accident Attorney, Proner & Proner, Challenges Motorcycle-
Only Checkpoints

Motorcycle riders nationwide are eagerly awaiting the outcome of a lawdaderal court in New York
challenging motorcycle-only checkpoints. The lawsuit is the first in the gotmtaise constitutional
objections to the law enforcement practice of setting up checkpoints to stop attyuoldts traveling to or
from popular motorcycle events.

Police began using these checkpoints in New York State in 2008, using grant money Gowdheor's
Traffic Safety Committee. Recently, the federal government has begun fundiogcycle-only checkpoint
initiatives in other parts of the country, including the Atlanta area.

Though the stated rationale of these checkpoints is to increase public safetigeheesindicates that most of
the tickets issued in New York have little to do with safety violations. That puts mdeanly checkpoints at
odds with Supreme Court precedent. The Court has said that roadside checkpoints wiaogeprpuose is
general crime control are presumptively unconstitutional under the Fourthdhmeat.

The riders in the New York litigation are represented by New York Cityprogcle accident attorneys, Proner
& Proner, a law firm that represents people injured in motorcycle accidemtigimut the U.S. Lead attorney
Mitchell Proner has vowed to take the case to the Supreme Court if necessaryctonprtiecyclists from
unreasonable search and seizure.

Motorcycle Rider Training Program

New motorcyclists will continue to be encouraged to complete a motorcyclg edfeation course and to
become licensed operators. The MSP will continue to foster the statewiddititsadérider education
programs and to increase the number of sites providing training based on ctigdriale=d by the MSF. A
portion of the motorcycle license and registration fees is set aside to fundtthisve. The public will be
informed of the benefits, availability and location of motorcycle rider edircaburses throughout the state.

Motorcycle Enforcement Checkpoints

Motorcycle safety checkpoints will be deployed in strategic locationsetckdior license and registration
violations, non-compliant helmets, faulty or illegal equipment and other violationsb\am@ssage signs and
other methods including aerial enforcement may be used to ensure mandatorgramemwith the checkpoint.
The checkpoints may also be used in conjunction with PI&E and research initiatives.

Officer Training and Local Enforcement

Police officer training on motorcycle enforcement issues and techniquégwinducted. The training will
focus on safety violations such as unapproved helmets, equipment violations such iad ligksiag, and
altered motorcycles, especially those with loud exhaust systems. Traiedsofiill be deployed to enforce
these laws and issue tickets to violators.

Research and Evaluation

Evaluation of Motorcycle Safety Program Initiatives

Because of the increase in motorcycle crashes and fatalities in yeaesitmotorcycle safety continues to be a
top priority of New York’s highway safety program. As New York expands iitstefto address this issue
through enforcement, public awareness and rider education programs, studiegdie e¢lralimpact on
motorcycle crashes, fatalities and injuries may be undertaken.

Scope and Nature of Motorcycle Safety Issues

The development of an effective program to address motorcycle safety issuires a clear understanding of
the scope of the problem, the nature of the crashes that occur and the chizoacktiee motorcycle operators
and passengers involved in those crashes. Additional research is needed to issagsnelated to motorcycle
safety through analyses of DMV'’s crash, license, ticket and vehicknagn files. Specific topics requiring
more in-depth research include the extent to which motorcycle operators aedldoesnpaired driving
offenses, the specific makes and models of motorcycles involved in crashes amaglissoes related to
motorcycle operators.
